Minutes of March 22, 2007 Meeting

A meeting of the 2007 Technical Assessment Board (TAB) of the Stack Testing Accreditation Council (STAC) was held March 22 at the SES conference in Hilton Head, South Carolina.  The meeting convened at 4:05 p.m.
Present:  Scott Evans, Tommy Leach, Bill Mullins, Howie Schiff, John Shackenback, Charles Simon, Quinn Bearman, Fred Bellay, Walt Smith.  Phil Schwindt was not present.  Angie Hansen recorded minutes for the TAB.
2 assessments are complete for interim accreditation - 1 is in progress.

TAB needs to elect a chair and a vote on the current applicants.

Example SOPs are on the website.

Walt made a motion to elect Fred Bellay for Chairman.  Second by Charles Simon.  Fred Bellay was approved as interim chairman for a 1-year period.

First application was for Golden Specialty Services in Texas.  There is a list of 350 questions in an Excel spreadsheet that were developed from the ASTM standard that the companies complete.  This checklist is for self-accreditation.  Walt mentioned that the SOPs should include their field data sheets.

There are some issues with people on the TAB not being able to see the information being used to assess.  The TAB asked Walt to ask to review an example copy of each company’s report as part of his assessment.

Walt's contract is for a maximum of $3000.00 for each assessment.  His billing rate is at $120/hr.  He has spent $3900 for Golden and $3200 for Clean Air, but only billed $3000 for each assessment.
Howie Schiff suggested not letting people accredit until they are following D7036.

Walt asked the TAB to provide a list of items they would like him to check for the assessment.

Here is what he checked for the first two:
Organizational Chart

Names of QA and Technical Officer

Training schedule and matrix

Verified that they had SOPs and data sheets

Quality manual (350 item checklist) Self Accreditation 

The TAB would like Walt to include review of typical reports for a RATA, etc.
