The Stack Testing Accreditation Council (STAC) is an organization of stack testers and other interested stakeholders seeking to improve the quality of stack testing data. The first hurdle in this effort was the approval of ASTM D-7036 “Standard Practice for Competence of Air Emission Testing Bodies” in 2004. The next step is to recognize stack testing organizations that conform to this standard.

To this end, STAC has created the Source Emission Measurement Quality Assurance Program (SEMQAP). SEMQAP is a program to verity and document a stack testing company’s conformance to the ASTM standard. The STAC committee directly responsible for operating and overseeing this program is the Technical Assessment Board (TAB). The TAB is currently seeking nominations for membership.

TAB members are required to participate in quarterly teleconference meetings and to personally attend the annual meeting coinciding with the Source Evaluation Society (SES) annual meeting in the spring. STAC may be able to cover certain reasonable and customary expenses to attend each of these meetings that a participant’s employer cannot or will not cover.  See question nine, below, for specific commitment required.

Representation on the TAB is broken out as follows: 

· Five (5) individuals will represent air emission testing bodies (AETBs);

· Three (3) individuals will represent users and/or regulatory bodies;

In between meetings, members of the TAB are expected to participate in and contribute to ad hoc task forces appointed by the TAB or its chair, to electronically or otherwise vote on matters requiring TAB vote and to participate in conference calls as requested.

In all, participation on the TAB carries with it a significant amount of responsibility and effort. In return for your efforts, you will have the opportunity to participate in a groundbreaking process, to contribute back to your profession, and to work with some outstanding industry leaders.  
TAB participants should be members in good standing of STAC at the time of application and if elected, they should remain members in good standing throughout their tenure on the Board.  This application will be shared with the TAB Nominating Committee and appropriate staff, only.
